1. Introduction

1.1. Language

All manuscripts must be in English.

1.2. Paper length and content
1 page space without any specific formatting is provided for demo presenters. Giving fair amount of rationale of the method and some seeds for discussion with the audience would make the presentation even more fruitful.
2. Formatting tips for your paper

2.1. Type-style and fonts

Following same instructions for regular paper would make your paper look consistent with others.
2.2. References

Authors may want to lead the audience to further information about the work by giving a reference list at the end of their papers. When referenced in the text, enclose the citation number in square brackets, for example [1][2]. Where appropriate, include the name(s) of editors of referenced books.

2.3. Illustrations, graphs, and photographs

All graphics should be centered. Please ensure that any point you wish to make is resolvable in a printed copy of the paper. Resize fonts in figures to match the font in the body text, and choose line widths which render effectively in print. Many readers (and reviewers), even of an electronic copy, will choose to print your paper in order to read it.

You cannot insist that they do otherwise, and therefore must not assume that they can zoom in to see tiny details on a graphic. When placing figures in LATEX, it’s almost always best to use \includegraphics, and to specify the figure width as a multiple of the line width as in the example below

2.4. Margins and page numbering

All printed material, including text, illustrations, and charts, must be kept within a print area 
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 inches (17.5 cm) wide by 
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inches (22.54 cm) high. This applies to demo papers as well as regular papers.
2.5. Color

Color is valuable, and will be visible to readers of the electronic copy. However ensure that, when printed on a monochrome printer, no important information is lost by the conversion to grayscale.
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
